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4. Use the filters on the left to obtain the data output you are looking for. Some key options to consider:

a) Billing Event Status = select file_sent to only show data for projects that have been billed.
b) Institution = select Einstein and Monte (if present in the list of institutions) to get internally billed projects.

c) Works Status = filter out cancelled or completed projects (Note: you may need to change the date field from step #3
to Purchase Date).

d) Billing Status = use to see projects that have not yet been billed (Important: you will want to change the date field
from step #3 to Purchase Date).

e) Payment Number = to filter out any subsidies from the billing info (this gets you to the actual amount the PI
grant/fund was billed by the core), click on the Select All box, then scroll toward the bottom of the box and uncheck any
of these that appear: AECC00, CFAR0O00, DEANOO, DRC0OQO, IAR00O, ICTROO, IDDRCO, LRC000, NEUROO, SCI000

5. After setting your filters, hit the Apply Filters button.
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6. Export your report in various formats using the Export button toward the top of the page.
