THE VAGINA MONOLOGUES AT DFSM  
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Earle Chambers, PhD, MPH (Department of Family and Social Medicine) was recently awarded a 5-year K01 
grant from the National Heart, Lung, and Blood Institute. The proposal uses a novel geocoding approach to 
analyze primary care electronic clinical record data in relation to housing and neighborhood level data from 
various sources in order to track health outcomes. The long-term goal is to develop clinical and public health 
partnerships that will use multi-source data, including housing and neighborhood environment, to the de-
velop interventions that target vulnerable patient populations. 

GRANTS AWARDED  

Anna Flattau MD MSc MS from the Department of Family and Social Medicine and Belinda Ostrowsky 
MD MPH from the Division of Infectious Disease in the Department of Medicine are Principal Investiga-
tors on a new grant awarded by the New York State Department of Health, for the project 
"Strengthening antibiotic stewardship through standardized treatment of advanced pressure ulcers." 
The grant in the amount of $312,000 will allow the interdepartmental team to test the feasibility of de-
scriptive, process, and outcomes measures in hospitalized patients with advanced pressure ulcers , in-
cluding measurement of infectious complications; and examine trends in process and outcomes 
measures that occurred with the 2014 roll-out of the inpatient wound consultation service at the Weiler 
campus." 

 

RESEARCH NEWS  

Niko Verdecias and Arthur Blank were the Guest Editors of a Special Supplement of AIDS Patient Care 
and STDs published in January (see our Publications section). Arthur Blank co-authored or was the pri-
mary author on 5 papers in this journal. These papers are based on our HRSA funded HIV + Women of 
Color Initiative, and represent  8 papers out of a total of 15 already published. More papers are under 
development. 
 
Arthur E. Blank PhD is the first program chair for two national meetings establishing ways to evaluate 
the benefits of translational science.
